News from across the school 

Reception We had a very lovely Wellie Wednesday this week, we have 
been sharing the story ‘The Colour Monster goes to School’. 
We have been thinking about all the emotions in the story 
and when we might feel them. We practiced some different 
breathing and calming exercises outside and then found 
some brilliant puddles to splash in. In our PSHE this week, 
we have been thinking about all the important people in our 
lives and who we could turn to if we need to share our 
worries. We made some super high-5 hands with our 
important people on. 
 

Year 1 Year 1 has had another busy week. In RE this week, 
we have been practicing the Lord’s Prayer and 
putting actions to the prayer to help us remember 
the words. The children used Play Doh to create 
symbols for the prayer. In Science we have been 
thinking about more animal groups. This week has 
been a focus on the feature of birds. We enjoyed 
our CAFOD workshop with Bea where we met 
some of the animals that represent the various aspects of Catholic Social teaching. In 
PSHE, we have been thinking about our emotions, so the children made an emotion 
wheel, where they can show their peers and family the emotion they are feeling.  

Year 2 Another busy week in Year 2! We have completed our artwork that has been inspired 
by some of the many different vibrant and rich cultures of North and South America: 
papel picado from Mexico; llamas and Peruvian patterns from Peru; mola animals 
from Panama.  Our board in the main school corridor looks amazing with all our 
fantastic creations!  Our next artwork will be based on cultures from Africa.  In

We completed some reading comprehension 
work related to Stig of the Dump, where the children read a chapter and extracted 
information relating to Stig’s cave drawings. They then used this information to 
replicate the drawings using white card and charcoal. The results were aesthetically 
pleasing and are now featured on our class display board.  
On Thursday afternoon class three attended a music workshop organised by Purbeck 
Youth Music. The children learnt some songs from different countries, which we will 
be performing in the new year. The whole class really enjoyed the afternoon and 
wowed us all with their musical talents.  
In PE we have been continuing to practice our football skills and have thoroughly 
enjoyed some five aside matches.
